                                        Starting Medicare
  

                   There are four parts to Medicare, Part A, B, Medicare Supplement and D. 

  

1                    Part A is hospital coverage, which you are eligible for when you turn 65. 

You are automatically enrolled when you start taking Social Security.   If not taking Social Security you can sign up for Part A and or Part B 3 months before the month you turn 65, including the month you turn 65 and ending 3 months after the month you turn 65.
  

2                    Part B covers physicians and supplies, which you can sign up for three months before and after your 65th birthday,   With parts A and B , Medicare will pay 80% of approved charges and you would be responsible for the 20% that they do not cover. To sign up for B you will go on line to medicare.gov or call 800-772-1213 to sign up on the phone.  If you are on Social Security they will deduct the cost for this from your Social Security check and if you have not yet started Social Security they will bill you quarterly 

  

3                    Medicare Supplement, which pays your Medicare deductibles, and co-pays, the 20 % that A and B does not pay.  You have six months after you start Part B to get a Medicare Supplement Plan with no medical underwriting (health questions).  I will provide you with the lowest cost Plans F and G in your zip code at which time we will complete and submit an application, Call Bryan Thompson 972-884-6127 to enroll.    
  

4                    Part D covers drugs. There is a late enrollment penalty if you do not enroll in Part D at age 65.   To enroll you call 800-772-1213 or go to Medicare.gov, click on The Drug coverage tab across top of page next select How to get prescription drug coverage top left side of page scroll down below heading 2 ways to get Prescription drug coverage, select Find a Medicare drug plan, enter zip code in Basic search and select Find Plans.
